PSALM 149 
 
 1 Praise the Lord! 
    Sing to the Lord a new song, 
    his praise in the assembly of the faithful. 
2 Let Israel be glad in its Maker; 
    let the children of Zion rejoice in their King. 
3 Let them praise his name with dancing, 
    making melody to him with tambourine and lyre. 
4 For the Lord takes pleasure in his people; 
    he adorns the humble with victory. 
5 Let the faithful exult in glory; 
    let them sing for joy on their couches. 
6 Let the high praises of God be in their throats 
    and two-edged swords in their hands, 
7 to execute vengeance on the nations 
    and punishment on the peoples, 
8 to bind their kings with fetters 
    and their nobles with chains of iron, 
9 to execute on them the judgement decreed. 
    This is glory for all his faithful ones. 
    Praise the Lord! 
 
BIBLE READING   Leviticus 25: 8-12 

8 You shall count off seven weeks of years, seven times seven years, so 
that the period of seven weeks of years gives forty-nine years. 9 Then 
you shall have the trumpet sounded loud; on the tenth day of the 
seventh month - on the day of atonement - you shall have the trumpet 
sounded throughout all your land. 10 And you shall hallow the fiftieth 
year and you shall proclaim liberty throughout the land to all its 
inhabitants. It shall be a jubilee for you: you shall return, every one of 
you, to your property and every one of you to your family. 11 That 
fiftieth year shall be a jubilee for you: you shall not sow, or reap the 
aftergrowth, or harvest the unpruned vines. 12 For it is a jubilee; it shall 
be holy to you: you shall eat only what the field itself produces.

We pray for those who are ill, the bereaved 

and those who are lonely. We ask your blessing  
on them and on those whom we love. 
Lord of creation: hear our prayer. 
 
We commend ourselves, and all for whom we pray, 
to the mercy and protection of God. 
 
Merciful Father: 
accept these prayers 
for the sake of your Son 
our Saviour Jesus Christ.
