Mark 1:4-11
4 John the baptizer appeared in the wilderness, proclaiming a baptism of
repentance for the forgiveness of sins. 5 And people from the whole

Judean countryside and all the people of Jerusalem were going out to
him, and were baptized by him in the river Jordan, confessing their sins. 6
Now John was clothed with camel’s hair, with a leather belt around his
waist, and he ate locusts and wild honey. 7 He proclaimed, ‘The one who
is more powerful than | is coming after me; | am not worthy to stoop
down and untie the thong of his sandals. 8 | have baptized you with[b]
water; but he will baptize you with the Holy Spirit.’

9 In those days Jesus came from Nazareth of Galilee and was baptized by
Johnin the Jordan. 10 And just as he was coming up out of the water, he
saw the heavens torn apart and the Spirit descending like a dove on him.

Reading: John 1:43-51

43 The next day Jesus decided to go to Galilee. He found Philip and said to
him, ‘Follow me.” 44 Now Philip was from Bethsaida, the city of Andrew
and Peter. 45 Philip found Nathanael and said to him, “‘We have found him
about whom Moses in the law and also the prophets wrote, Jesus son of
Joseph from Nazareth.” 46 Nathanael said to him, ‘Can anything good
come out of Nazareth?’ Philip said to him, ‘Come and see.” 427 When Jesus
saw Nathanael coming towards him, he said of him, ‘Here is truly an
Israelite in whom there is no deceit!” 48 Nathanael asked him, “Where did
you come to know me?’ Jesus answered, ‘| saw you under the fig tree
before Philip called you.” 49 Nathanael replied, ‘Rabbi, you are the Son of
God! You are the King of Israel!” so Jesus answered, ‘Do you believe
because | told you that | saw you under the fig tree? You will see greater
things than these.’ s1 And he said to him, ‘Very truly, | tell you, you will
see heaven opened and the angels of God ascending and descending
upon the Son of Man.’

Epiphany 3 Sunday January 21

Reading: John 2:1-11

1 On the third day there was a wedding in Cana of Galilee, and the
mother of Jesus was there. 2 Jesus and his disciples had also been invited
to the wedding. 3 When the wine gave out, the mother of Jesus said to
him, ‘They have no wine.” 4 And Jesus said to her, “‘Woman, what concern
is that to you and to me? My hour has not yet come.” s His mother said to
the servants, ‘Do whatever he tells you.” s Now standing there were six
stone water-jars for the Jewish rites of purification, each holding twenty



or thirty gallons. 7 Jesus said to them, ‘Fill the jars with water.” And they
filled them up to the brim. s He said to them, ‘Now draw some out, and
take it to the chief steward.” So they took it. s When the steward tasted
the water that had become wine, and did not know where it came from
(though the servants who had drawn the water knew), the steward called
the bridegroom 10 and said to him, ‘Everyone serves the good wine first,
and then the inferior wine after the guests have become drunk. But you
have kept the good wine until now.” 11 Jesus did this, the first of his signs,
in Cana of Galilee, and revealed his glory; and his disciples believed in him.
